The Volunteer Connection
www.thevolunteerconnection.org
Descriptions of Roles & Responsibilities

1) Festival Interviewers

· Outgoing volunteers to approach festival participants and spectators to complete festival questionnaires. Volunteers with sales experience is an asset;

· A souvenir will be given to the interviewee for each completed questionnaire;

· Detailed-oriented data entry volunteers also needed to input information collected.
2) Hospitality

· Assist with food preparation;
· Deliver and ensure continuous supply of food and beverages to volunteers, officials and staff;

· Check for and bring back unconsumed goods and dispose leftovers.

3) Race Site (Boat Marshalling)

· Prepare and check race teams prior to boarding boats;

· Loading and unloading of boats before and after each race;

· Ensure participants have paddles and life jackets and that everything is returned;
· Bail out water as necessary from boats;

· Security of race prep area and entrance and exit;
· Control traffic and direct teams into and out of the area;
· Volunteers must be prepared to work in the elements, including but not limited to rain, heat or sun for extended periods of time.

4) Stage & Entertainment

· Set-up stage area;

· Provide security for the change area and stage entrance;

· Check performance schedule and make sure the next performance is ready to go;

· Move props for the next performance on and off the stage as quickly as possible;

· Set-up tables and chairs;

· Assist with food preparation and serve food and beverages;
· Check and collect VIP lunch coupon;

· Maintain cleanliness at VIP tent;

· Provide crowd control and security for VIP tent.

· To help set up the display at the Village;
· To man display booth;
· To conduct games and demonstration at the booth;
· To line up audiences;
· To assist production crew and performers for the stage show.
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
